Headquarters Staff Reorganized in Support of Globalization Initiative


Robert Ferst has been named director general of global IIA services, a key step toward achieving Strategic Directive #1, which calls for restructuring the Institute to best enable it to serve the 21st century needs of the internal auditing profession worldwide. 


Ferst will lead the team charged with developing a business plan that will lead to the creation of a new global organization, targeted for the end of 2001, dedicated to developing and promoting the global profession.
Last December, The IIA board of directors voted unanimously to approve the principle of global restructuring and authorized, among other actions, the establishment and staffing of a global organization within IIA Inc. In taking this action, the board recognized the tremendous amount of work it will take by both staff and volunteers to achieve more than 20 key action steps by early 2002, the target date for full implementation of the global restructuring plan. Among them are the complex tasks of developing a detailed business plan, including a formal plan for Global IIA; crafting provisional Global IIA bylaws and establishing a governance structure; and creating a separate legal entity that can serve as the shell of the new Global organization.
Several people may be hired to the global IIA services staff during 2000. However, a broad-based team of existing IIA Headquarters employees will provide most of Ferst's staff support because they possess key knowledge and skills in the areas encompassing the global governance initiative.
