The IIA accepts applications for the CCSA exam year-round - not just during the prescribed testing windows (February/March, June/July, and October/November). Sylvan Technology Centers (the test administrators) can schedule approved candidates for test appointments months in advance. The IIA encourages potential CCSA candidates to submit their application at least one month before their preferred testing date, in order to leave time for processing and scheduling.
