The IIA has released three new Practice Advisories on "Non-audit Functions," "Information Security," and "Ethics." 
Practice Advisories, formerly referred to as the Red Book guidelines, are formally endorsed guidance for internal auditors but are not mandatory. Practice Advisories will help you interpret the Standards or apply the Standards to specific internal auditing environments. 
The first 47 Practice Advisories were released in January 2001, as a replacement for information previously contained in the Red Book. The three Practice Advisories listed above are the first to expand significantly beyond information formerly contained in the Red Book.
All IIA members are encouraged to read the Practice Advisories, which reside in the Guidance section of the Web site under Professional Practices Framework.
